"Your account of having to deal indirectly with the advertiser via the mailing house is clearly more informed than the account given in February by your colleague namely "With the HQ number found on the envelope I have been able to get an address for the advertiser from Royal Mail."

When you say "Before we can take action on suppression requests, we require that consumers have either attempted to have their details suppressed directly with the advertisers/database holders concerned or registered with the Mailing Preference Service." I take it that *either* my registering with the MPS *or* approaching the advertisers direct will enable you to take action. Since I did check, on January 17th this year, that I was already registered with the MPS, my case satisifies the first of those alternative conditions, therefore you are able to act.

I am trying to find the least time-consuming way for recipients of unsolicited mail to stop receiving the offending mailings, in order to recommend an effective method to others within the voluntary organisation to which I belong. Anything requiring opening the mail, researching a suitable contact point and paying postage for forwarding the mail to that contact is a non-starter. I already produce and promote "Return to Sender" labels that bear a request to be withdrawn from the circulation list, but as you say, if these go to a mailing house they are unlikely to pass them on to the advertiser. In the light of what you say I am inclined to revise those labels with ones for forwarding to the Mailing Preference Service, to be used only by people who have reqistered with them for the requisite three months. However, I should appreciate any further comments you have on this.

20/10/10 DJ notified that he is attending an investigation on 22nd (hence non-attendance) into new plastics processing technology that is linked to Dacorum's wider work on plastics.

In addition the Waste Procurement Programme is currently considering whether the procurement process can be shortened, with ‘Financial Close’ achieved by June 2011, 4 months ahead of the original schedule. "

17/9/10 DJ added "Both companies are proposing traditional energy from waste incineration in line with the Outline Business Case submitted to and approved by DEFRA & HM Treasury."
N.B. GE did not recall at the meeting that the schemes had energy recovery.

Attendees were disappointed that lower-temperature, more socially acceptable solutions were no longer being considered.

SD to check the identity of and arguments being deployed by local opposition groups near the two sites, to include in her ongoing correspondence with Mike Penning. 
All: Research into comparisons of emissions and energy efficiency of incineration vs anaerobic digestion etc.

 Idea re message 29/10/10 from Garrick Stevens: (Professor Paul Connett, "an expert on anti-incineration" had addressed a meeting of St Albans Overview and Scrutiny Committee. The Lib.Dem.-run St Albans District Council voted against incineration at a meeting on 26th October 2010. ) Ask Prof. Connett to give a joint or DEF-sponsored address to Dacorum O&S? Support with reservations from AW and DJ.

7/1/11 John Webb, Transition Towns Letchworth, requested Group support for their complaint at Herts County Council. pro-incinerator publicity . Insufficient consensus for this obtained.
17/2/11

DJ said that an outline business case for incineration facilities was in preparation and that the preferred bidder would be announced in April. The two shortlist bids would be at New Barnfield and Radlett respectively. Radlett's local opposition was likely to be the more powerful.

Decided not to invite Prof. Connett at present, but to obtain more information as a Group on how the choice of incineration vs Anaerobic Digestion, Pyrolysis and Mechanical Biological Treatment was made. DJ said this would have been examined in detail in the preparation of Waste Procurement Programme, (not the same as the Hertfordshire Mineral and Waste Development Framework that the Group commented on - see 3.2.2  above) and the alternatives' costs and benefits tabulated and compared by star rating twelve environmental and economic criteria.
DJ to send study references to GE who will forward to Group members.

"As you may have already heard HCC's long term residual waste disposal procurement passed another key milestone last week with the Cabinet agreeing to appoint Veolia Environmental Services Aurora Ltd. as the preferred bidder.

Veolia is a leading player in the UK waste management sector with significant experience of operating EfW facilities in Birmingham, Hampshire, and Sheffield. They have proposed an Energy from Waste facility based at a site called New Barnfield, South Hatfield (a site owned by Hertfordshire County Council). 

The next stage is for officers to finalise details with Veolia before the contract is awarded. This will take place between May and July 2011. At the same time, Veolia are expected to start an extensive consultation as an initial stage in their planning application which will include local concerns about traffic movements and the impact on the local community."
30/4/11 Message from John Webb,Transition Towns Letchworth:
"Herts. County Council's choice on 28th April of a Final Bidder for a mass burn incineration plant is in our view wrong-headed in all sorts of ways. We have repeatedly pointed out the issues to the Council and Herts. Waste Partnership. The Councillors have even discussed them in open and closed sessions before voting anyway for the officer's recommendation of Veolia+Hatfield. However this is not contractually finalised nor is it beyond reshaping as necessary. For instance, issues of planning controls, feedstock (waste materials) and finance (PFI) all have to be worked through under changing conditions, before any such huge central plant can be designed, built and commissioned.  

As you probably know, a Transition approach would use multiple local sites and more efficient, clean and affordable treatments; so we along with HAI and with support from UKWIN are renewing our struggle for a more sustainable outcome.  To launch this next stage, you are invited to a talk by Dr Paul Connett on the e vening of Monday 9th May in Hatfield .

2/5/11: Comment from AW:

"It would be interesting to hear what his solution is for the looming energy crisis that we are about to experience particulalry with concerns on Nuclear after Japan.

 

Also his argument on dioxin ... does he not consider that modern plants have very strict controls on dioxins therefore historic arguments no longer apply. 

 

What does he propose happens to this waste... we are running out of landfill.

 

Biomass plants (woodchip) are increasingly relying on imported woodchip as we have insufficient feestock so I suspect these are not a feasible alternative in making up this shortfall.

 

From my perspective advanced thermal teatment of waste that maximises energy recovery producing heat and power that can be used locally is the ideal solution"
